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‘’What is it?’’
The movement of vehicles within your workplace and around it i.e. the car park. It also includes loading and unloading of vehicles such as deliveries or dispatches to clients. All types of vehicles are capable of causing injuries ranging from forklift trucks and large articulated delivery lorries through to colleagues’ cars and bikes.

‘’What are the effects?’’
If you are struck, crushed by or fall from a vehicle then the effects can be catastrophic.....don’t forget that as well as these hazards others are present when it comes to workplace vehicles i.e. noise, fumes and possible hazardous substances such as oil/diesel/petrol etc, 

Most workplace transport accidents involve injuries caused by; being hit or run over by vehicles, being struck by objects falling from vehicles, falling from vehicles whilst unloading and vehicles overturning.

‘’Did you know?’’
Workplace transport is the second largest cause of accidents in the workplace. Accidents involving vehicles in the workplace account for around 70 fatalities a year!

‘’What is the law?’’	
Health and Safety at Work Etc Act 1974
The Management of Health and Safety at Work Regulations 1999 (Covers Risk Assessment).
Provision and Use of Work Equipment Regulations 1998

‘’How can I reduce the risks?’’
The best way to keep safe is to separate vehicles and pedestrians-if you have a physical barrier in place along a walk way this should be used. Marked walk ways are good but never as effective as physical barriers.
· Keys should never be left in vehicles when unattended (including forklift trucks).
· Be aware of the vehicles around you and listen out for audible sirens such as reversing sounds.
· Do not run in your workplace or appear suddenly from corners in front of oncoming vehicles.
· Report any signs of poor maintenance of vehicles or poor floor surfaces to your manager.
· Follow one way systems where they are provided.
· Follow the company procedures for unloading/loading vehicles.
· If designated parking spaces are provided use them as appropriate & follow site speed limits.
